Dear Parent/ Carer,  

 

 

We are thrilled to share the exciting news that after our unforgettable past trips to Barcelona in the summers of 

2023 and 2025, we are gearing up for another adventure in 2027! 

 

We would like to invite your child to join us on a five-day (four-night) residential journey to the captivating city of 

Barcelona, from Monday the 28th of June to Friday the 2nd of July 2027. This expedition promises to be an 

exceptional opportunity for your child to immerse themselves in the Spanish language and culture, creating 

lasting memories and broadening their horizons. Further details regarding timings and travel arrangements will be 

provided once we have received responses from parents indicating their interest. A follow-up letter with more 

information will be sent after we have confirmed the list of interested participants. 

 

The total cost of the trip is estimated to be £999 and includes: 

- Flights, transport and accommodation 

- Excursion and immersive activities 

- Meals (except during travel) 

- Travel & medical insurance 

 

Please be aware that, as there are a limited number of places available on the visit, places will be allocated by a 

random computerised draw, and students taking (or interested in taking) Spanish as a GCSE option will have 

priority. Students who are not initially offered a place on the trip will be placed on a reserve list. Should a spot 

become available, those on the reserve list may be contacted at any time prior to the trip to offer them the 

opportunity to take a place. A payment programme will be in operation which will enable parents and carers to 

spread the cost.  To confirm your request for a place, please click on the hyperlink and complete the Microsoft 

Forms quiz by midnight on Sunday the 2nd of November, 2025. https://forms.office.com/e/eYdNUANNBB   QR 

code also at the bottom of this letter. 

 

Once all applications have been received, we will inform you as to whether your child has been successful or not 

by email. If your child is successful, we will then ask you to pay the initial £150 deposit for the trip using ParentPay 

before Friday the 7th of November. A second non-refundable deposit of £200 will be required by the end of 

January. Students will need to have an up-to-date passport and GHIC medical card at the time of travel.
