Miss Neal worked with the class over four Friday mornings utilis-
ing a variety of textile techniques to create the forest foliage.
Printing, weaving and felt making were thoroughly enjoyed by all
students; they even taught their teacher how to make felt after-
wards. With the help of year 7 and year 10 students from Pem-
broke we have worked alongside year 5 students from Cherry
Willingham Primary and also Ellison Boulters Academy. We were
able to address the skills they wish to learn with their current class
topics with ease. Thus creating two very different installations for
their school buildings. One was based on the class book ‘Holes’
and the other on World War 2.

We have had two successful year 5 taster days on the theme of
transport. On 7 February we invited year 5 students from Cherry,
Reepham and Fiskerton to participate in an exciting day of
‘transport’ themed lessons. On 28" March we repeated the day
for students from Nettleham, Scothern and Bardney. Students
embarked on a day of four 45 minute lessons around the transport
theme. Both of these days were great fun and each rewarded stu-
dents who embraced our school values with prizes at the end of
the day.

We knew by then most of the sections of
the weapon, all of the health and safety points and we were also very good at hitting the black
circle on the target. The 4™ and final week shooting at school was here and a test was due to
know whether we can have the opportunity to earn a marksman badge. Everybody passed and
we needed to achieve at least seven out of 10. We shot for the rest of the session.

The boys team did very well indeed. It was clear that as they progressed through the 6
games, they got better, both physically as well as tactically, coming up against some
quite stern & robust opposition. Although they did not win the tournament, they were
all delighted to have won the 'Sporting Values' award, which was a true testament to
their sportsmanship throughout the day. The boys did Pembroke proud, put up a good
show and certainly were not humbled by any opposition.
