What will | study?
ﬂ - Pupils are taught the skills and knowledge required to pass the course through a combination of
L

teacher led sessions and mini build projects to reinforce learning. Areas covered include the design
process, making in textiles and modelling in paper and card. Learning about graphical and design
techniques, modern materials, commercial production methods, safety and electronics.

ﬂ. The first year of the course is mainly theory based with mini projects to practice manufacture and
design skills. The second year of the course is composed of one major project, based upon the exam
“ board published design scenario for that year. Students will design and develop a product whilst
taking in to account user and consumer needs. After completion of the major project and portfolio
students prepare for the final examination.

How will | be assessed?

This course is assessed in the following way:

e Pupils complete a major project comprising a final manufactured product and an approximately
20-page design portfolio worth 50% of the total marks

e Pupils sit a 2-hour exam based off the theory content worth 50% of the total marks

with regard to themselves and others.

e Time management and working to deadlines.

e Communicate ideas clearly and effectively.
e Develop Computer-Aided Design (CAD) skills.
