GCSE History is studied in three units:
Unit 1 — Thematic study. Crime and Punishment in Britain C1000- present day. This unit is a study in

development, investigating Crime and Punishment in Britain, including Whitechapel c1870-c1900:
Crime, policing and the inner city

Unit 2 — Period Study and British Depth Study This unit will investigate the British Depth study of
Anglo-Saxon and Norman England, c1060-1088; and the period study of The American West c1835-
c1895

Unit 3 — Modern Depth Study: Weimar and Nazi Germany 1918 - 1939 This unit is a study in depth.
This unit develops understanding of life in Germany between the wars, the rise to power of the Nazis
and the political, social, economic, cultural and religious impact of this regime.

How will | be assessed?

GCSE History is assessed in three exams at the end of the course.
e Unit 1: examination lasting 1 hour and 15 minutes. Worth 30% of final grade.
e Unit 2: examination lasting 1 hour and 45 minutes. Worth 40% of final grade.
¢ Unit 3: examination lasting 1 hour and 20 minutes. Worth 30% of final grade.
